organisation we are proud of the unique develoupment we have heln
able to achieve over the past 26 years., In July 1981 we weirce
granted a 21 year Lease over the 2 hectares approximately,
which we occupy, complete with access road, piers, launching
ramps and clubhouse, all in an area away frowm public beaches.

Qur site is always kept in top «ondition, lawns
shrubs and trees receive continued attention from membexs and
the Yaunching and public access axca is kept clean.

Originally we were of the opinion that the sand
was coming frowm the re-nourishing of the Mentone and Parkdalae
beach areas, and in September 1983 we requested the Ports and
Harbors Division to comment on our claim.
